These LED Lamps are intended for lighting systems only.

These LED Lamps are for indoor use only. Maximum ambient temperature must not exceed 113°F (45 °C).
These LED Lamps are not intended to be repaired by the user, manufacturer, or service personnel in any case of failure.
These LED Lamps are constructed so that they do not rely upon the luminaire enclosure for protection against

accidental contact with live parts.

These LED Lamps are intended to retrofit Type IC or non-IC recessed mount listed luminaires with or without

diffuser, with instructions to remove existing trim.

These LED Lamps are intended to be used in dry or damp locations only

These LED Lamps are not to be used with dimmers.

These LED Lamps are not intended for use with emergency exit features of any type.
These lamps are intended to be installed in the same orientation as the fluorescent tubes they are replacing.

1. Check to confirm the LED Lamps electrical parameters are rated to replace the luminaire being serviced.

2. Make sure the circuit breaker that supplies power to the fixture is turned off.

3. Remove trim and existing lamps from recessed fixture. Drop housing from plaster frame.

4. Remove inner junction box cover and disconnect ballast from input wiring and lamp holder leads.
Dispose of removed ballast and lamps in accordance with government regulations in your area.

5. Connect input wiring to lamp holder leads according to the approptiate diagram below. (Figure 1,2,3,4)

Place wires and connections back in wiring box and replace cover.

6. Reinstall housing and trim.

7. Install your new LED lamps. Roatate lamps to desired postion. (Horizontal lamp only).
8. Apply modified luminaire sticker on visible surface inside the fixture.

9.Turn on power at the breaker box and turn on the lamp.
