4. C onnect input wiring to lampholder leads  according to the appropriate diagram below (F igure 1, 2, 3, 4). 

P lace wires  and connections  back in wiring box and replace cover.
5. R einstall hous ing and trim.
6.  Install your new LE D P L lamps. R otate lamps to des ired position.

8.  Turn power on at the breaker box and turn on the lights.
